Value Chain Issues Challenging Manufacturers 

Products continue to become more complex, more capable, more connected, and part of “systems of 

systems” networks. Increased complexity of cyber-physical products with an ever-increasing amount of 

embedded software, electronics, sensors, and new IoT-enabled operating environments demands 

thinking beyond traditional product development, manufacturing, service, and supply chain paradigms. 

Industrial stalwarts and start-ups alike must leverage new technologies to digitalize development, 

production, operation, and service lifecycles to create new value chains and revenue streams, all while 

maximizing and modernizing existing investments.1 

Maintaining and evolving a successful value chain requires manufacturers be able to quickly reconfigure 

it to address changing requirements. New partners and suppliers will need to participate as product and 

market requirements evolve. Each will have different functional tools and systems that must be 

integrated easily and quickly into the overall value chain.  

Historically, IT systems already in place were not easy to extend internally, let alone across value 

chains. Businesses had to allocate significant resources just to sustain these systems and could not create 

the new systems and integrations required to meet rapidly changing business challenges. Yesterday’s 

R&D tools and IT solutions no longer meet the performance, connectivity, and user experience 

expectations of today’s social media-oriented, digital first workers. However, new development 

technologies, e.g., low-code tools, microservices, combined with proper governance are now making it 

easier to compose applications that incorporate new and existing data, systems, and processes to meet 

expectations and enable accurate, rapid decision-making processes.

It connects many diverse, 

distributed entities, internal and external, 

seamlessly via bi-directional digital threads. 

It spans the extended enterprise–involving 

partners and customers to form an integrated, 

heterogenous ecosystem for collaborative creation, production, and service. Effective value chains must 

encompass heterogenous technologies, processes, systems, and data sources.  

Efficient value chains must be deliverable on multiple IT infrastructures in a mix of on-premises, cloud, 

and edge, so that companies can flexibly adapt to the way their business should optimally operate amid 

evolving market and business conditions. For maximum flexibility, these value chains should 

incorporate personalized, easy-to-use, composable applications that solve complex business problems 

and deliver end-customer value.

(NDUB), one of 735 global biospheres covering 5 percent of the earth’s surface. It leverages technology 

to create scalable and credible market infrastructure that connects institutional level investments with 

nature-based interventions to address climate change, restore nature, and create community prosperity. 

The mission of Biosphere states: “Promoting innovative approaches to economic development that are 

socially and culturally appropriate and environmentally sustainable.” 

The Biosphere Foundation developed the “Smart Biosphere” concept in 2019. The team then launched 

this initiative in April 2022 using MindSphere and Mendix. They can now collect IoT data through a 

growing sensor network with various data types—such as weather data. With so much data collected,

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the MindSphere IoT for Makers solution (which combines MindSphere and Mendix) provides strong 

analysis, as well as the ability to integrate skills through widgets, and support customer facing 

applications. The developers have a single interface to work with and the operating team has the strength 

of MindSphere to fall back on for security, data acquisition, and operational reporting. 

“With MindSphere and Mendix, we built an environmental intelligent digital twin application. It creates 

an integrated decision support tool for water management, covering water quality, flood risks, 

agricultural management and run off, and the placement of natural capital interventions,” said Mr. Rob 

Passmore, Commercial Lead of the Biosphere Foundation.

Atos to sell its entire stake in Worldline 

13 June 2022 

Atos intends to sell its entire stake in Worldline of ca. 7.0 million shares representing ca. 2.5% of 

Worldline’s share capital. The sale will be carried out by way of an accelerated book building to 

institutional investors commencing immediately (the “Placement”). 

Atos will concomitantly enter into a derivative transaction with Goldman Sachs Bank Europe SE to 

hedge its residual exposure to Worldline’s shares related to the outstanding exchangeable bonds due 

2024 which were issued in 2019. Goldman Sachs Europe Bank SE as counterparty for the derivative will 

hedge its short position in connection therewith by purchasing Worldline shares in the Placement, 

through the placing of an order in the order book. 

Following completion of the Placement, Atos will no longer be a shareholder of Worldline. 

Goldman Sachs Bank Europe SE is acting as sole bookrunner for the Placement and counterparty for the 
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derivative. Rothschild & Co is acting as financial advisor. 

The final terms of the Placement are expected to be announced on June 14, 2022 at the latest. Settlement 

of the Placement is expected to take place on or around June 16, 2022.

Atos appoints Nourdine Bihmane and Philippe Oliva as Deputy CEOs 

14 June 2022 

Atos announces the appointment of two Deputy CEOs as the Group studies a possible separation into 

two publicly-listed companies. As announced today, the Company’s Board of Directors has decided, 

following preliminary strategic review work carried out under the leadership of Mr. Belmer, to study a 

project for the separation of Atos’ legacy activities (Tech Foundations), on the one hand, and its Big 

Data and Cybersecurity (BDS) and Digital activities, on the other hand, through two companies 

independent listed separately. 

This strategy would unlock the value of the two distinct markets that the Group operates in, both with 

fundamentally different dynamics, and is essential to its ambitious transformation plan. 

• Nourdine Bihmane is appointed Deputy CEO in charge of Tech Foundations, a leading 

business in managed infrastructure services, digital workplace and professional services. With 

over 20 years of proven tech expertise, driving change management, growth and P&L 

performance, Nourdine will be responsible for delivering quality, innovation and 

competitiveness for TFCo (Atos). 

• Philippe Oliva is appointed Deputy CEO in charge of the Digital/BDS perimeter (to form the 

newly named SpinCo (Evidian)), a leading business in the digital transformation, big data and 

cybersecurity markets, delivering high growth and high margins. Philippe joined Atos in April 

this year as Chief Commercial Officer, bringing a strong international experience in the digital 
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sector, from almost 20 years at IBM where he managed Integrated technologies, Cloud services 

and Hybrid Services. 

The appointment of these two seasoned, globally recognized industry veterans as Deputy CEOs will be 

instrumental for the success of Atos’ envisioned transformation. 

Rodolphe Belmer, Chief Executive Officer of Atos, comments: “I am thrilled to welcome Nourdine 

and Philippe as Deputy CEOs of the Group. Both are highly recognized seasoned industry senior 

executives capitalizing on a large international exposure and with a proven track record in their 

respective fields. I know we can rely on their strategic acumen, proven leadership and operational 

efficiency that will be instrumental as Atos embarks on a transformation journey and intends to open the 

next chapter in its outstanding history. Together, we are committed to the success of the Atos turnaround 

plan that will be presented at our Capital Markets Day and we know that we can count on the highly 

talented Atos community to tackle these challenges together. I am confident that Philippe and Nourdine 

will succeed the possible separation of the Group into two publicly-listed companies when my strategic 

mission of putting this project on track will be accomplished, at the latest on September 30th.” 

Furthermore, this contemplated separation leads to a reorganization of the Atos group resulting in a 

significant reduction in the scope of the functions and a redefinition of the mission of the Atos Chief 

Executive Officer. 

Taking note of this evolution, Mr. Belmer considered that he had no choice but to resign from his 

positions as Director and Chief Executive Officer of the Company, and the Company’s Board of 

Directors has acknowledged this. 

Mr. Belmer’s resignation will take effect on September 30, 2022, at the latest, so as to allow time to 

ensure the orderly transition of the Group’s governance with the two newly appointed Deputy CEOs, 

Mr. Nourdine Bihmane and Mr. Philippe Oliva. 

The information relating to the financial conditions of the termination of Mr. Belmer’s functions will be 

made public in accordance with the applicable regulations and the recommendations of the Afep-Medef 

corporate governance code to which Atos refers. In particular, they are the subject of a related-party 

agreement that will be presented for approval at the next Atos Shareholders’ Meeting. 

Mr. Bertrand Meunier, Chairman of the Board of Directors of Atos, stated: “On behalf of the Board 

of Directors, I would like to thank Rodolphe Belmer for his contribution and commitment to Atos. Since 

he joined the company, Rodolphe has been able, in record time, to propose strategic options, 

successfully reorganize the governance of the Group and lead Atos on the path of a major potential 

transformation in the interest of all stakeholders. The new general management that will be announced 

at the end of the transition period will be in charge of continuing the implementation of the strategic 

project that the Board of Directors has decided to study”. 

Atos studying a possible separation into two publicly listed companies to unlock value 

and implement an ambitious transformation plan 

14 June 2022 

Atos, a global leader in digital transformation, high-performance computing and information technology 

infrastructure, announces that it is studying a separation into two publicly listed companies: 

• SpinCo (Evidian) would bring together Atos’ Digital and Big Data and Security (BDS) business 

lines, which generated in 2021 a combined €4.9 billion revenue, growing organically by +5%, 

and a 7.8% operating margin. SpinCo would be managed by Philippe Oliva, capitalizing on his 
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vast international experience in the Digital sector, and would aim at achieving strong sustainable 

growth and double-digit margins underpinned by solid underlying market trends and synergy 

opportunities between BDS and Digital. 

• TFCo(Atos) would be composed of Atos’ Tech Foundations business line, which in 2021 

generated revenue of €5.4 billion (excluding Unified Communications & Collaboration (UCC)), 

declining organically by -12%, and a -1% operating margin. TFCo would be managed by 

Nourdine Bihmane, who brings a wealth of experience in the technology sector. TFCo would 

aim at delivering a full turnaround and restore growth, profitability and cash generation by 2026. 

Rodolphe Belmer, Chief Executive Officer of Atos, said: “Today we announce our intention to take 

the in-depth transformation of the Group, started at the beginning of the year, one step further. This 

potential new path for Atos would aim to optimize the two distinct markets that the Group operates in, 

both with fundamentally different dynamics: on the one hand, the infrastructure-driven, asset-led 

market, and, on the other hand, the digital applications and security driven market. 

Separating these two businesses would create two companies, leaders in their respective segments with 

proven and recognized track records: Tech Foundations is a trusted partner of choice for managing and 

modernizing mission critical systems, broadly recognized by the market for leading positions in Digital 

Workplace and Hybrid Infrastructure; and SpinCo would be strategically positioned on the data & 

security markets, recognized as the worldwide leader in managed security and #3 in supercomputing. 

By specializing in two businesses on different and equally attractive paths, each company would focus 

on what they do best for their customers, creating significant new investment capacity for both and 

giving both the chance for long term success, growth and achievement. I would like to thank our 

talented and dedicated employees, who have embarked on the Group’s transformation journey since the 

beginning of the year.” 

Bertrand Meunier, Chairman of the Board of Directors of Atos, added: "Having examined a number 

of possible options, Atos’ Board of Directors is convinced that the envisioned project, presented today 

by the management, is the best possible for the Group, and would create the highest value for all Atos 

Stakeholders.” 

The contemplated project would maximize value for all Atos’ stakeholders by: 

• Creating two companies, with an increased focus on their respective strategies and markets, each 

with a dedicated management team, the agility to better serve their customers and to execute 

their respective transformation plans; 

• Providing each company with an adequate capital structure adapted to its respective growth and 

cash generation profile; 

• Unlocking value of SpinCo by creating a publicly listed company exposed to high-growth and 

high-margin markets; 

• Supporting TFCo’s transformation and fully financing its turnaround, thereby restoring its 

financial performance, while keeping optionality to participate in market consolidation; 

• Creating a wealth of professional development opportunities for employees. 

Studying the creation of two strong leaders in their respective markets 

1. SpinCo (Evidian): a leading player positioned in the high-growth digital transformation, 

big data and cybersecurity markets 

SpinCo (Evidian) would be positioned in high growth markets, driven by the shift to public cloud, 
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increasing need for cybersecurity, big data and analytics going mainstream, and the development of 

smart applications. SpinCo would be led by a seasoned management team with a successful track record, 

under the leadership of Philippe Oliva (and appointed deputy Group CEO in charge of the Digital/BDS 

perimeter) and Anil Agrawal as CFO. In 2021, the SpinCo perimeter generated €4.9 billion revenue, a 

7.8% operating margin and a c. €150 million free cash flow before interest and tax. SpinCo would bring 

together two of Atos’ existing business lines: 

• Digital: with 50,000 experts[2] and strong partnerships with hyperscalers and market leading 

software vendors, Digital partners with customers in their digital journey to help them transform 

their businesses. In a fast-growing market supported by the shift to cloud and an increasing 

demand for digital transformation, Digital is well positioned to grow. Led by Rakesh Khanna, 

Digital generated €3.5 billion in revenue and a high single-digit operating margin in 2021. 

Digital’s 2022-2026 acceleration plan, for a total cost of c. €370 million over the period, would 

aim at improving its sales performance in order to unlock growth potential, and transforming its 

delivery model in order to enhance profitability. 

• Big Data and Security (BDS): with 9,000 highly talented experts2, BDS is the trusted partner 

for secure data intelligence, through two activities: Digital Security and Advanced Computing. 

Recognized by Gartner as the #1 player in Managed Security Services worldwide and by 

Hyperion as the #3 player worldwide in Supercomputing, BDS enjoys a strong position in its 

markets, to capitalize on a growing demand for cybersecurity and advanced computing products 

and services. Led by Jean-Philippe Poirault, BDS generated €1.4 billion in revenue and a mid-

single-digit operating margin in 2021 (driven down by the Advanced Computing division while 

Digital Security stood at a high-single digit). Investments in BDS over 2022-2026, for a total 

amount of c. €40 million, would aim at accelerating growth, notably by repositioning its 

advanced computing portfolio, and stepping up operating margin, through renewed growth and 

improved cost base. 

SpinCo would benefit from strong commercial and managerial synergy opportunities between its two 

business lines, in particular with the fertilization of Digital’s customer base by BDS and with a joint go-

to-market strategy. In total, SpinCo’s acceleration plan is expected to represent an investment of €0.4 

billion over the next five years. This is expected to allow SpinCo to deliver c. 7% organic growth on 

average over 2022-2026 (starting from an expected €5.3 billion in 2022), to gradually improve its 

operating margin to 12% in 2026 and generate €700 million in free cash flow before interest and tax, 

corresponding to a 75% to 80% OMDA conversion[3]. SpinCo’s leverage target would be below 3.0x 

OMDA as of 2024. 

2.TFCo (Atos): leader in Managed Infrastructure Services, Digital Workplace and Professional 

Services 

TFCo (Atos) would consist of Atos’ Tech Foundations business line, focused on designing, building and 

managing complex and vital information systems worldwide. Led by Nourdine Bihmane (and appointed 

Group deputy CEO in charge of the Tech Foundations perimeter) and Darren Pilcher, CFO, Tech 

Foundations is positioned on the infrastructure and private cloud market, which is currently experiencing 

a mix shift from traditional to next generation infrastructure. With 48,000 employees2 across the world 

and serving more than 1,200 customers across geographies and industries, Tech Foundations generated, 

in 2021 (excluding UCC), €5.4 billion in revenue, a -1.1% operating margin and a €-507 million free 

cash flow before interest and tax (including an exceptional €-180 million cash out related to the funding 

of a restructuring plan in Germany and working capital normalization for around €-200 million). 

In order to adapt to the shifting market trends described above, TFCo would implement an ambitious 
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turnaround plan that would ultimately reposition the business for growth, profitability and cash 

generation. This plan, for a total cost of €1.1 billion over the 2022-2026 period, is articulated around 3 

key steps: 

• Refocus: rationalizing the activity portfolio to pave the way for transformation, by exiting non-

strategic businesses and turning around or exiting negative margin accounts; 

• Recover: resetting the cost structure by addressing structural issues across right shoring, age 

pyramid, reducing third-party spending and consolidating data centers and facilities to drive cost 

savings; 

• Rebound: stabilize revenue and then pivot to growth, thanks to the development of next 

generation offerings and investments in sales capabilities. 

TFCo is expected to generate c. €5.0 billion in revenue in 2022 (excluding UCC). As the turnaround 

plan is being executed, revenue is expected to decrease to c. €4.1 billion in 2024 before stabilizing in 

2025 and resuming a growth trajectory form 2026 onwards. Operating margin is expected to turn 

positive in 2025 and to exceed 5% in 2026. Free cash flow before interest and tax is expected at €150 

million in 2026 and growing around €50 million per year thereafter, which would enable TFCo to have a 

solid stand-alone path or participate in industry consolidation. 

Financing 

Should Atos decide to move forward with this project, the Group estimates its total funding needs for the 

2022-2023 period, until the contemplated separation would become effective, to be around €1.6 billion. 

This amount of €1.6 billion is based on a €3.4 billion cash position as of December 2021 and a €2.8 

billion minimum cash needed to run the Group’s operations as of December 2023, and takes into 

account: 

• An estimated €-1.4 billion total cash outflow, including the costs of the transformation plans of 

both SpinCo and TFCo, for their portion to be expensed in 2022 and 2023, (c. €-0.9 billion), a 

potential further increase in working capital in the context of the Group transformation, (c. €-0.4 

billion), the Cloudreach acquisition, as well as free cash flows and other items for the 2022-2023 

period; 

• Debt repayments for an estimated cumulative amount of €-1.5 billion over the period; 

• Proceeds expected from a contemplated non-core businesses disposal program (mostly within 

SpinCo), for €0.7 billion. 

This funding requirement is covered by the Group’s current liquidity at hand, and the Group is currently 

in advanced discussions with two of its financing banks. 

After the completion of the contemplated separation, the capital structure of both Spin Co and TFCo 

would be designed to fit their respective financial profile and funding needs. 

Contemplated transaction calendar and details 

If it is decided to move forward with the project, the objective would be to complete the separation into 

two entities (involving a prior reorganization of the Group) during the second half of 2023, and to 

complete the listing and distribution of SpinCo shares by the end of 2023, according to the preferred 

scenario at this stage. Atos’ Board of Directors has approved the launch of the in-depth study of the 

contemplated transaction. The decision on this reorganization and separate listing project and its terms 

and conditions will be made after the ongoing in-depth analysis has been completed; it remains 

conditional on general market conditions and would be subject to customary processes, including 

governance bodies and shareholders’ approval as well as consultation with the relevant employee 
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representative bodies. Further information on any significant developments in this respect will be made 

to the market in due time, in accordance with applicable regulations. 

In the preferred scenario at this stage, Atos’ shareholders would retain their current shares of Atos and 

would receive SpinCo shares as in-kind distributions. SpinCo would be listed on the Euronext Paris 

stock exchange. After completion of the envisaged transaction, it is currently contemplated that Atos 

shareholders would hold 100% of TFCo and 70% of Spin Co. The remaining 30% stake in Spin Co 

would be held by TFCo and monetized over time to refinance TFCo’s turnaround costs. 

While SpinCo and TFCo management teams will be fully dedicated to their day-to-day operations and 

the execution of their respective transformation plans, the potential separation process will be managed 

by a dedicated team led by Rodolphe Belmer, Atos Chief Executive Officer, alongside Diane Galbe, 

Atos Chief Strategy Officer.  

Atos 2022 financial outlook 

• Revenue growth at constant currency of -0.5% to +1.5%; 

• Operating margin of 3% to 5%; 

• Free cash flow between €-150 million and € 200 million. 

Business trends at the date of this press release confirm revenue growth and free cash flow ranges and 

point towards the lower half of the operating margin range.

Blackline Safety Reports Fiscal Second Quarter of 2022 Results – Revenue up 43% 

Year-over-Year to $16.7 Million 

14 June 2022 

Blackline Safety Corp., a global leader in connected safety technology, reported record fiscal second 

quarter financial results for the period ended April 30, 2022. 

Management Commentary 

“We generated another quarter of robust top-line growth reaching revenue of $16.7 million, not 

including $0.8 million of orders that were at the end of the quarter and are expected to be realized in Q3. 

We continued to deliver for our customers despite difficult operating conditions, including the ongoing 

global supply chain challenges, which has temporarily driven cost increases and extended sales cycle 

times,” said Cody Slater, CEO and Chair of Blackline Safety. “We saw a return to growth in Canada 

with revenue up 65%, while the United States (“U.S.”) and Rest of World maintained strong growth of 

51% and 62%, respectively. However, we saw disappointing sales in our European market with growth 

of only 9%. 

“Service margins have remained extremely strong at nearly 70%. Although product margins continue to

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be affected by elevated component and freight costs, the majority of lifetime value for most of our 

products is generated by attaching higher margin recurring service revenue. For example, every $1 in G7 

wearable sales translates to approximately $4 in lifetime recurring service revenue. Additionally, our 

service business is performing well with net dollar retention(1) of 105% and total software services 

revenue of $7.8 million which was up 26% year-over-year and 5% sequentially. Delayed deployments of 

large orders received in the previous two quarters reduced the growth rate of our service revenue in Q2, 

but we see these deployments being completed in the second half of the year, which should accelerate 

service growth. 

“In the past 18 months our ‘Invest to Grow’ strategy has allowed Blackline to generate excellent growth 

as we have expanded our capabilities to meet the needs of our Global market. This investment has 

positioned the Company to maintain our strong top-line growth while enabling a more conservative 

approach to our expenses. Going forward, we see this resulting in Q4 operating expenses at or below 

those of our Q2. Collectively, we expect our operating expense management and margin improvement, 

along with continued top-line growth to drive our overall financial performance. 

“We continue to see healthy demand for our products and services, and to maximize these opportunities, 

we appointed Sean Stinson as Chief Growth Officer in May. Sean is a proven leader who has been 

instrumental building the commercial engine that drives our North America and Rest of World sales. We 

expect that bringing Europe under this umbrella will allow us to better capture this market opportunity. 

“The forthcoming launch of our G6 product continues to generate positive early feedback and interest as 

we look to disrupt the $240 million annual zero-maintenance gas detection market. The commercial 

rollout of G6 had been forecast to launch in July, however we have pushed out the launch date to 

October as supply chain challenges have put demands on our development teams to service products 

currently in the market. The newly acquired Swift Labs Inc. (“Swift Labs”) engineering team gives us 

the additional capacity needed to mitigate risk to the G6 schedule while ensuring deliverability of our 

current portfolio despite supply chain challenges. We are eager to launch G6 at the NSC Safety 

Congress & Expo, North America’s largest event for workplace safety, in September.”

Key Financial Information 

Fiscal second quarter revenue was $16.7 million, an increase of 43% from $11.7 million in the prior year 

quarter, with Canada up 65%, Rest of World up 62% and U.S. revenues up 51% being the largest 

geographic growth regions quarter-over-quarter. 

Service revenue during the fiscal second quarter was $8.8 million, an increase of 24% compared to $7.1 

million in the prior year quarter. Software services revenue increased 26% to $7.8 million, operating 

lease revenue decreased 30% to $0.6 million and rental revenue increased 384% to $0.5 million. 

Retention rates of our existing customers across geographic regions and industry sectors remained 

robust. Service revenue increases within our existing customer base contributed $0.6 million during the 

quarter. There were also adverse effects of $0.6 million from customers who renewed fewer active 

devices after experiencing workforce reductions during the last twelve months. In addition, certain 

customers declined to renew their service plans resulting in negligible reductions. Rental revenue growth 

continues to be strong, establishing the business line as a more material contributor to Blackline due to 

the application of the Company’s complete suite of connected worker and area monitoring solutions in 

the industrial turnaround and maintenance market.  

Product revenue during the fiscal second quarter was $7.9 million, an increase of 72% compared to $4.6 

million in the prior year quarter, which reflects the Company’s investment in its expanded sales network 

across North America, the European Union and other geographies over the last twelve months.  

Overall gross margin percentage for the fiscal second quarter was 42%, a 9% decrease compared to the 

prior year quarter driven by a heavier product versus service mix and lower product margins. Service 

gross margin percentage was 69% in the fiscal second quarter compared to 68% in the prior year quarter 

due to higher overall service volumes, partially offset by higher carrier costs for the connectivity of the 

Company’s devices as well as increases in personnel costs for Safety Operations Centre team members 

and the product development support team. Product gross margin percentage decreased to 13% from 

25% in the prior year quarter but improved from 10% in the fiscal first quarter of 2022. The decrease 

from the prior year period is due to higher material, supply and freight costs resulting from global supply 

chain challenges.  

Net loss and EBITDA were $14.5 million and ($12.9) million, respectively, in the fiscal second quarter, 

compared to net loss and EBITDA of $8.6 million and ($7.2) million in the prior year quarter. The 

increase in losses is attributable to the Company’s ‘Invest to Grow’ strategy and was specifically related 

to an increase in general and administrative, sales and marketing expenses, and product research and 

development costs, primarily as a result of higher salaries expense from additional new hires.  

Adjusted EBITDA was ($6.4) million for the fiscal second quarter compared to ($1.5) million in the 

prior year quarter. The decline in Adjusted EBITDA in the quarter was primarily attributable to the 

investments made to grow the business which resulted in an increase in general and administrative and 

selling and marketing expenses including higher salaries from additional team members.  

At quarter end, Blackline had cash and short-term investments of $30.0 million and no debt. The 

Company’s cash position enabled it to invest in its manufacturing infrastructure and support the working 

capital required to maintain flexibility in the face of ongoing challenges in the global supply chain. 

During the quarter, the Company closed on the acquisition of Swift Labs, the consideration for which 

included $3.2 million in cash. Blackline also invested an additional $1.3 million during the quarter to 
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expand the rental fleet to 1,500 units at the end of the quarter as the Company secures a greater volume 

of short-term projects.

UPSCALE PROJECT, THE H2020 PROJECT APPLYING AI TO ELECTRIC CAR 

SIMULATION, COMES TO AN END

The UPSCALE project received EUR 4 million from the Horizon 2020 programme (grant 

agreement no. 824306) with the aim of improving electric vehicle development and increasing 

performance. 

The consortium has been working for the past four years on the application of artificial 

intelligence methods to reduce development time and increase the performance of electric vehicles 

required by the automotive industry to reduce global emission levels. 

Barcelona, 30 April 2022. The UPSCALE Project (Upscaling Product development Simulation 

Capabilities exploiting Artificial intelligence for Electrified vehicles) was born, under the framework of 

Horizon 2020 (grant agreement no. 824306), with the aim of replacing the most expensive automotive 

simulation cases with data-driven computational methods. To this end, the most difficult simulation load 

cases were identified, and alternative methodologies based on machine learning techniques were 

designed and fully implemented. 

The project has been developed by a consortium of 11 European companies and organisations from the 

automotive, software, engineering and research sectors. 

The consortium is led by the Spanish company Applus+ IDIADA (Spain) and among the entities that 

form part of this consortium are Algorithmica Technologies GmbH (Germany), Centro Ricerche Fiat 

SCPA (Italy), École Nationale Supérieure d’arts et métiers (France), ENGYS Ltd (UK), ESI Group 

(France), FI Group (Spain), Kompetenzzentrum- Das Virtuelle Fahrzeug Forschungsgesellschaft mbH 

(Austria), Volkswagen AG (Germany), Volvo Personvagnar AB (Sweden) y Vrije Universiteit Brussel 

(Belgium). 

Four years of project: 

Since 2018, UPSCALE has sought to reduce the time it takes to develop electric vehicles, as well as in 

increasing specific performance. Enric Aramburu, Fluid Engineering Product Manager at Applus+ 

IDIADA, leader of the project, explains that "the UPSCALE project will save 20% in the development 

period of electric vehicles by using artificial intelligence and machine learning applied to simulation in 

crash, aerodynamic and battery tests". 

He adds that "UPSCALE has developed machine learning tools to replace finite element stacks with 

reduced order models for structural calculation, as well as for short-cut risk calculation, and full wind 

tunnel simulations using aerodynamic ROMS that provide the aerodynamic forces and airflow around 

the vehicle in real time." 

The European Union, with the funding to the UPSCALE project through the Horizon 2020 programme, 

seeks to foster the electric vehicle industry in Europe and at the same time, promote compliance with 

new laws and pollutant emission standards in the region. "This is something that the European Union 
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has been promoting a lot in recent years, it aims to be a climate neutral continent by 2050, so this type of 

project is essential to pursue that goal," says Cristina Nappi, Senior European Consultant at FI Group. 

Results: 

In these four years, the UPSCALE project has demonstrated the feasibility of replacing FEM and CFD 

solutions with ML algorithms through a successful proof of concept and paves the way for further 

deployment of AI in vehicle development programmes.

Furthermore, regarding Product Tree Editor and especially CAD to ANSA functionality, the Vismockup 

plmxml parser has been enhanced to read the Part Names from ProductInstance, when no 

ProductRevisionView is defined. 

GUI 

The pull-down menus of some Module Buttons might not be visible when placed in a custom menu if 

the GUI Settings *.xml file has been created before v22.0.0. 

Moreover, when double-clicking on User Attributes Lists in Settings, unexpected termination would 

occur. 

Data Management 

Referring to DM Cluster functionality, when executing "Send to DM" process more than once, despite 

the successfull transfer between the source and the local DM, ANSA would erroneously cease the "Send 

to DM" process due to Source and Target DM incompatibility. 

The number of displayed results under base.OpenDMObjectsInNewTab() would be falsely limited to 

1000. 

Modular Run Management 

ANSA would unexpectedly terminate upon displaying the "Interface Node->MBContainer" column in 

the INTERFACE POINTS list in Database Browser. 

Connections & Assembly 

Projection Method on RBE3 – HEXA – RBE3 would result in misplaced RBE3s, when the connectivity 

entries of Adhesive Lines were on the same Part. 
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Shell Mesh 

Running the script function mesh.ReconstructShells() would occasionally lead to unexpected 

termination, due to corrupted tria shells with common nodes in wrong positions. 

DECKs 

Occasionally, when opening (via File > Input) large files of whole vehicle models containing approx. 5 

to 10 million elements and 500 to1000 MB in size, the Database Browser update would require more 

time than expected. 

Report 

In Deck Report and Deck Info, requesting "Batch mesh statistics" for multiple scenarios, would fail. 

For LS-DYNA models, scaled mass would be erroneously calculated, in case MAREA mass existed in 

the model. 

Moreover, in Radioss, TOTAL MASS would be erroneously calculated after a Subsystems DM> 

Change Representation of Lumped Mass.

Managing Curve Data 

Curves of AnimatorDB couldn't be plotted, when an Animator database was read like a common 2d-

time history file.

The numerical accuracy for transient response analysis has been improved for cases where rigid body 

modes contribute to the response. 

Report 

Adding an *.xlsm file in the Report Composer would produce an error, when saving the report as a 

*.pptx file. 

File Export 

Unexpected termination could occur while generating preview of the exported CSV Results file. 

CompositePost Toolbar 

The execution of Plot results 2D vs. Thickness command would lead to unexpected termination, when 

unavailable results were requested under Plot results 2D > Options. To overcome this, a check has been 

added and unavailable results are now skipped.
